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Spring News!

Curriculum Corner!
As the spring weather arrives, naturally students are drawn towards the changes in the outdoor environment.  We are beginning to discuss the patterns students see in the natural and built environment as part of our math and science curriculum.  This includes daily routines, seasons, calendar, as well as patterns in nature such as leaves, plants, trees and life cycles.  

In Math, we are also exploring and discussing different coins and their values (which is more and less).  When shopping at the grocery store with your child, you may wish to discuss the amount certain items cost, and which items cost more/less etc.

In Language, students should demonstrate knowledge of most letters of the alphabet by the end of Kindergarten.  When reading with your child at home, invite him/her to find different letters in the text, and after the story, ask him/her to identify and write the first letter or sound he/she hears for different characters and objects read in the text.

When reading a book, students should know where to find the title of the story (le titre), the cover (couverture), back (le dos), and that print uses letters, words, spaces between words and sentences.  

We are engaging in different rhyming games and stories in class. Reading rhyming stories at home will help support your child with his/her awareness of rhymes.  Invite your child to name rhyming words.  

We are also talking about community workers/helpers, and places/buildings in the community 
and their functions.  Please invite your child to name/recognize special places/community buildings as you travel around.
