Curriculum Corner

During the month of October, our French program focused on Autumn vocabulary. This month, we will extend our learning by exploring different kinds of weather and the ways in which people adapt to the weather. 

During the month of October, our math program focused on counting whole numbers to 10 and using one to one correspondence (such as touching or moving one object at a time when counting). In November and December we will be working on our Geometry unit. We will be describing, sorting, classifying, building and comparing two-

dimensional shapes and 3-dimensional figures.  We will also be exploring our heritages and cultural backgrounds. The students will be asked to share 
personal experiences regarding celebrations (such as holidays, birthdays, religious events/observances, etc.).
